
 

COURSE RULES AND RESTRICTIONS –HAWAII GOLF PHASE 3.0  (February 25, 2021) 

1. Shared golf carts for all golfer.  If two riders are from different households, both riders 
MUST wear facial covers while in the cart.  Driver must remain in control of cart 
throughout the round.  Individual carts may be requested for an additional fee. 
 

2. A face mask is required at all times; when checking in, while in and around the clubhouse, 
while in the golf cart on and on the course.  
 

3. Tee times will remain at 9 minute intervals. 
 

4. Payment by credit card only.  No cash will be accepted. 
 

5. Pin flags are to remain in the hole.  Each hole has a raised cup, a ball hitting any portion of 
the cup is considered holed.  DO NOT REMOVE/TOUCH flagstick. 
 

6. There are no sand bunker rakes.  Please use your feet to smooth the sand. If the sand is 
disturbed and affects the lie of the golf ball, golfer may pick up their ball and smooth the 
sand with their foot or hand and then replace the ball closest to the original lie with no 
penalty. 
 

7. Practice facility (putting and chipping green) may only be used by golfers with tee times 
for the day.  No more than four golfers on putting and chipping green.   
 

8.   Players are asked to use social distancing on the golf course at all times. 
 

9.   The snack bar is open daily and is located after the 3rd, 9th & 15th hole. 
 

10.   No cooler of any type allowed.  Outside alcoholic beverages are not allowed. 
 

11.   There should be no congregating in/around the clubhouse or parking lot. 
 

12.   Locker rooms are not available at this time. 
 

13.  Once you are completed with your round of golf, please return your cart to the cart    
barn.
